M etodologia/abor dagem

Este estudo realizou uma revisdo sistemética da literatura nas bases de dados Web of Science
(WoS) e Scopus. Foram recuperados 38 estudos e seu contelido foi analisado por meio do
software Atlasti.

Principais resultados

Os resultados sugerem que as Barreiras internas ao contrario das Barreiras externas sao muito
pouco exploradas na pesquisa académica e que os Drivers internos e externos, sdo cruciais para
o0s empreendimentos sustentéveis e sdo beneficiados pelos formuladores de politicas e a
regulamentacéo.

Contribuicoes tedricas/metodol 6gicas

Constatou-se que as Barreiras e Drivers, so importantes indicadores que mensuram o avango
dos negdcios empreendedores para a transicdo rumo uma EC, e oferecem aos profissionais e
pesquisadores insights para avangar rumo atransi¢ao para uma economia circul arizada.

Contribuicbes sociais/para a gestéo

Os resultados sugerem que, para 0s negécios empreendedores sustentaveis terem sucesso, 0s
stakeholders devem aprender a lidar melhor com os desafios de gerenciar as Barreiras internas
dos negécios.

Study purpose
The objective of the study was to identify how the main Barriers and Motivators that hinder or
drive CE practicesin sustainable entrepreneurial businesses are structured.

.Relevance/ originality

The Circular Economy (EC) seeks to implement a production process that reuses resources,
products and less energy consumption in an economic structure, to improve the efficiency of the
use of resources and establish more harmony and balance between economy, environment and
society.

Methodology / approach

This study carried out a systematic review of the literature in the Web of Science (WoS) and
Scopus databases. Thirty-eight studies were retrieved and their content was analyzed using the
Atlasti software.

Main results

The results suggest that internal barriers, as opposed to external barriers, are very little explored
in academic research and that internal and external drivers are crucial for sustainable enterprises
and are benefited by policymakers and regulation.

Theoretical / methodological contributions

It was found that Barriers and Drivers are important indicators that measure the progress of
entrepreneurial businesses towards the transition to a CE, and offer professionals and
researchers insights to advance towards this transition no.

Social / management contributions
The results suggest that, for sustainable entrepreneurial businesses to succeed, stakeholders
must learn to better deal with the challenges of managing the internal barriers of the business.
